Tonight we witness the crowning work
of the Lord of Life, who destroys the power of death by dying and opens for
the baptized a new way through the grave. In the solemn beauty of this night,
we remember that His death is our life, His finished work our hope, and His
cross the place where the old reign of death ends forever.

So they took Jesus, and he went out, bearing his own cross, to the
place called the place of a skull, which in Aramaic is called Golgotha. *There
they crucified him, and with him two others, one on either side, and Jesus
between them. 19Pilate also wrote an inscription and put it on the cross. It
read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.”

STREPITUS

Most of the lights are dimmed. The final candle is taken out of the sanctuary
as the lights are completely turned off. After a brief time, a loud noise
(strepitus) symbolizes the closing of the tomb, the earthquake at the time of
Christ’s death, and the “closing of the book” on Jesus’ sacrifice. The Light of
the world went out that day. Some of the lights are brought back on.
